Floral Notes: Empress Gin, Yuzu, Triple Sec, Egg White, Simple (2oz)       16

Dandy Brewing, Light Lager, Calgary, Alberta (4.25, 355ml)         8 
A take on the classic American Light Lager, brewed for maximum refresh, this beer is brewed with all Alberta malt, classic hops (for 
balance), and crisp and clean rocky mountain water. 
 
Establishment Brewing, My Best Friend’s Girl, Kolsch, Calgary, Alberta (4.8%, 473ml)      11 
A refreshing simple combinaƟon of grainy pilsner malt, light apple and pear esters, and subdued hops. 
 
Field & Forge Pilsner Brewing Co., Jasper, Alberta (5.0%, 355ml)         8 
Savour the excellence of this finely craŌed pilsner. Born in the prairies and skillfully brewed using only malted barley grown right here.

A brown ale base with a hint of rye grain spice. A tribute to autumn, hard working harvesters and the rich agriculture heritage of 
Medicine Hat.

By The Taste – White Wine 

Radiant, Lively, and Fresh 

These wines oŌen display freshly picked fruit notes mingled with bracing minerality. What keeps these wines ‘lively’ is the high acidity 
that brings the fruit to the forefront. It’s all about liveliness on the palate, oŌen creaƟng a light bodied and classically approachable 
wine. Hints of savoriness may accompany the fruit, depending on the region and terroir.

Minerality is what drives this category. Think notes of flint, chalk, and wet stones. All these wines have an exoƟc edge and generous 
texture. ExoƟc fruits, earthy elements, and supple orchard fruits, someƟmes combined with a hint of oak. The usual suspects in this 
category are mainly unique or under-appreciated varietals. These wines can range from light to full bodied.

Sweet, Elegant, and ProvocaƟve 

This category encompasses wines from all over the world that have one thing in common: residual sugar that is present on the 
palate. These wines almost always show some type of density in the body with no visible oak treatment. Acidity seems lower, but 
don’t be fooled, the high acidity is there but balanced out by the sugar levels. These wines are light to medium bodied and display 
fruit-forward characterisƟcs.

Rich, Creamy, and Luxurious  

Medium to full bodied whites, that also display creamy notes and textures across-the-board. Think of toasted oak, brioche, vanilla, 
baking spices, and rich, full-fat dairy. Barrel aging can greatly influence a wine’s structure, body, and flavor profile, with oak soŌening 
the natural acidity. These wines oŌen display luscious textures and are generous in the mouthfeel. Chardonnay has a parƟcular 
affinity with oak, but other naturally full-bodied wines are also included in this category. When present, fruit is oŌen on the tropical 
side, with hints of citrus.

By The Taste – Red Wine 

Bright, Lively, and Lean 

This category primarily shows wines that display fresh red, blue, and black fruits. High acidity makes these light to medium bodied 
wines feel fresh on the palate. Lively in the mouth and on the nose, these reds are all about vivacity and are oŌen accompanied by a 
soŌer tannin structure. Bright berry fruit balances out earthy notes, with savory notes showing for some varietals. These wines may 
benefit from some chilling to accentuate the fruit.

Medium to full bodied, with finer natural tannins added by wood aging which can oŌen also add 
extra weight to the wine. Chewy, rich, and deep are oŌen words used to describe these gems.

SaƟny, Round, and Lush 

When we refer to wine as being ‘round’ we refer to how the wine is perceived on the palate. We are describing the texture - how the 
wine passes over the palate and how it holds in the mouth. These reds are silky, velvety, even creamy, dominated by well-balanced 
tannins and acidity. Lush textures with a richness of fruit that displays an evenness on the palate.

Fruit is mostly blue, 
black, and red, displaying a fresh jamminess. Very vibrant on the palate. No thoughts necessary for these ones - just enjoy a glass or 
two.
